1. During the first full week of school, you will take an AR test over the novel you read from
the attached selection list.

2. During the first full week of school, you will have a comprehension test on the required
reading, Quake! You will be tested on the plot of the novel and on your understanding of the
events in the novel. If you read the required book early in the summer, you will want to review
it before the test. You do not need a copy of the novel on test day.

Please note: WCA will be offering library hours for weekly book checkout and celebrations of
your child’s progress throughout the summer. Students will be able to bring the attached summer
reading form to the library at each incentive level and receive a fun prize. Incentives will be
offered once students have completed 100, 400, 700, and 1000 minutes of reading. Required
summer reading counts toward their minutes!
